Ishchenko D. V. Myths of common descent as an object of study in political history

The article argues for greater attention to collective myths of common descent within the bounds of so-called
«new» political history. The matter is suggested to be explored in compliance with the ideas that were presented
by French intellectuals in the second half of the 20" century with regard to the tasks for the research in the
discourses of power and their consequences. This political context is exemplified by the review of those
communal genealogies that defined socio-political life in England since the Middle Ages to the modernity in their
capacity of legitimizing instrument applied by the key political players — the monarchy, the groups opposed to the
Crown, the Parliament, the political nation, and, finally, the modern state.

Keywords: collective myths, political history, the French intellectual tradition of the second half of the twentieth
century, genealogical concept, social and political life of England from the Middle Ages to the present day.
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
