Bagratid Armenia (884/886—1045/1064) was a decentralized state with a highly developed suzerain-vassal
relationship where some princes (ishkhan) only in matters of war and peace recognized the power of the king of
the Bagratid dynasty. In this article we will dwell upon the suzerain-vassal relations and the right to land
ownership as the foundation of the organization of the Armenian army. The article gives the general
characteristics of the process of gathering and forming rural militia and azat’s cavalry regiments, who made the
bulk of the army. The article deals with the analysis of the correctness of the use of the term “feudalism” to
characterize the land-holding relationships in the society.
