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Kotlyarov P. Philipp Melanchthon between Humanism and Reformation: a project on the reform of the
school of Nuremberg and its primary goals

The paper aims to examine Philipp Melanchthon’s reform of German schools in 1520s based on the school plan
for the school of Nuremberg. The school plan was designed not only to regulate the schooling in the
Nuremberg’s gymnasium, which stood between universities and Latin schools, but also to reform education in
the Latin schools. In the new school plan one can notice how grows the religious component. According to the
Melanchthon’s plan, the religious studies now had to become an obligatory class in contrast to the previous
programs.
